What should you do if you are concerned?

Seek help %

If you are concerned that your child is /
dealing with something bigger than the usual
problems of growing up, then contact a key
professional in your child’s life; a teacher, school
nurse, social worker or youth worker should be able
to help you access the support you need.

YOUR CONCERNS WILL BE TAKEN SERIOUSLY

Talk to your child
One of the first difficulties many parents and

carers encounter on discovering that their child is
being sexually exploited is how they broach the
subject with their child. You should raise the subject
directly, but gently — and avoid conflict at all costs.
You should speak to your child in a language that
they understand, it may be helpful to talk about
choices and keeping safe rather than in terms of

abuse or exploitation.

Talking to your child about the reality of their new
relationship or network is not easy. The most
important thing is for your child to feel that they can
always come and talk to you, no matter what they
have to say; and that you will always be there for
them.

If your child is affected, then it is important to
remember;

- It is not your fault. If a child is sexually exploited , it
doesn't mean that their parents or carers have
neglected them, as all children are vulnerable because

of their age.

- You are not alone — many parents and carers have
gone through what you are going through and
understand what you may be feeling.
